The MHSA Three Year Plan for the county of Marin w ill be delayed by several months rather than the full FY 2020-21 Fiscal Year. 
Marin had completed a very robust community planning process prior to the COVID pandemic, how ever due to the economic 
impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic, there w as a signif icant reduction in the funding projections for the next three years. This 
triggered a reevaluation and a delay in releasing the comprehensive Three-Year Plan. In addition, more time w as needed to get 
feedback on w hat types of services and changes w ould be necessary to support those sheltering in place and to get a better 
understanding of how  COVID-19 w ould impact treatment delivery. Our programs and our community partners had to pivot their 
w ork and re-calibrate their focus due to the impacts of COVID-19 and sheltering in place. Within Behavioral Health and Recovery 
Services (BHRS) the immediate focus w as on crisis support and Disasters Services Work all of w hich delayed Marin’s ability to 
compete and submit its Three-Year Plan by July 1, 2020. Marin is projected to submit the approved new  Three Year Plan for 
FY20/21-FY22/23 to DHCS by October 2020.
