The Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) is submitting State Plan Amendment
(SPA) 20-0040 for your review and approval. This SPA seeks to implement the policies
and procedures as described, which are different than the policies and procedures
otherwise applied under the Medicaid state plan, during the period of the public health
emergency (PHE) related to the COVID-19 outbreak. The effective date of this SPA is
November 2, 2020.

Using the SPA template provided by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services
(CMS) for disaster relief during the COVID-19 PHE, DHCS seeks to add coverage for
COVID-19 vaccine administration to Medi-Cal beneficiaries, and establish Medicare
reimbursement rates for the COVID-19 vaccine administration for all providers when
furnished within their scope of practice in accordance with California state law, including
Federally Qualified Health Clinics (FQHC), Rural Health Clinics (RHC), and Indian
Health Service Memorandum of Agreement (IHS-MOA) providers.

DHCS proposes to reimburse COVID-19 vaccine administration at Medicare payment
rates. FQHC, RHC, and IHS-MOA providers will receive the payment outside of their all-
inclusive, per-visit reimbursement.

DHCS seeks a waiver of the public notification requirements due to the COVID-19 PHE
and will publish them after submission, in accordance with the timelines as proposed in
the SPA. To the extent there is a direct impact to Tribal Health Programs requiring a

notice, DHCS requests a 10 business-day notice period that will occur after the SPA is
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submitted to CMS for approval. DHCS will post this SPA to its website as soon as
possible.

DHCS is submitting CMS Form 179 and the disaster relief SPA template. The budget
impact estimate is based on the delivery of the COVID-19 vaccine benefit and
reimbursement for administration to all covered Medi-Cal populations exclusively
through the FFS delivery system, including carve out from all managed care contracts
as indicated on the accompanying 1115 waiver request. DHCS estimated the federal
fiscal impact for reimbursement of COVID-19 vaccine administration at the Medicare
rate will be approximately $43.9 million in federal fiscal year 2021 and $159.6 in federal
fiscal year 2022, for a combined total of $203.5 million.
